Corporation, redeveloping the Batawa Ski Hill & preparing a town plan for over
1500 acres of BDC lands in close partnership with the community

THE ENVIRONMENT

+ Batawa: one of Canada’s first LEEDs ND (Leadership in Energy Efficiency &
Design: Neighbourhood Development) communities - a pilot project of the U.S.
Green Building Council, launched in July 2007.

+ Batawa: recently designated a provincially-signficant ANSI (Area of Natural and
Scientific Interest)

+ Batawa: features more than 22 kms of recreational trails and situated on the
17km Lower Trent Trail
